Sumner County sets casino timeline 
Proposals for a Sumner County casino will be evaluated over the next two 
weeks, with commissioners voting on a plan Oct. 31.

Sumner County officials on Thursday released a timeline for accepting proposals from potential casino 
developers, with public hearings set for later this month. 

Voters there approved expanded gambling earlier this year. 

Developers are looking at the Mulvane interchange on the Kansas Turnpike just south of the Sedgwick County 
line and potential sites in Wellington. 

The timeline, released by Janis Hellard, director of the Sumner County Economic Development Commission, 
calls for: 

• Wednesday: Proposals from developers are due at noon. The proposals will be distributed at 1 p.m. to the 
Board of County Commissioners and members of a committee that will compare proposals. 

• Thursday: The proposal comparison committee will meet at 9 a.m. to draft a proposal summary and 
comparison spreadsheet for the county commissioners. 

• Oct. 26: The final proposal summary will be given to county commissioners. 

• Oct. 29: The deadline to sign up to speak during public hearings is at noon. Public comments will be limited 
to three minutes per speaker. 

• Oct. 29 and 30: Public hearings on proposals will be held at the Raymond Frye Complex, 320 N. Jefferson 
in Wellington. Each casino developer will be given 90 minutes to make presentations and field questions from 
county commissioners. Information about start times will be available later. 

• Oct. 31: Commissioners will meet in a special session to vote on a proposal.
