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Report of the Executive Officer 
 
REAP Website Update 
The new REAP website was officially “launched” on March 30.  As of May 8, 2007 
website traffic indicates 62 visitors for the month of May, viewing 260 pages and 481 
total visitors, viewing 5575 pages since the launch of the website.  The website is active 
at www.reap-ks.org. 
 
Membership Update 
Kingman County and the City of Park City have both expressed interest in joining REAP.  
Although Kingman County has never been a member of REAP, the City of Kingman was 
an original member.  REAP has been invited to present to the Board of County 
Commissioners on Monday, May 21.  The City of Park City originally joined REAP May 
10, 2000.  REAP has been invited to present to the City Council on Tuesday, May 22. 
 
According to the REAP Bylaws, Article 1, Section 3: 

“Membership in REAP is open to any city or county in South Central Kansas as 
defined by a region to include Butler, Cowley, Harper, Harvey, Kingman, 
McPherson, Reno, Sedgwick and Sumner counties… To become a member of REAP, 
each jurisdiction must execute a copy of the interlocal agreement by ordinance or 
resolution and shall file the same with the Executive Officer of REAP. “ 

 
2007 Municipal Leadership Seminar for Elected City Officials 
The 2007 Municipal Leadership Seminar conducted by the Sedgwick County Association 
of Cities (SCAC), the Regional Economic Area Partnership (REAP), and the Hugo Wall 
School of Urban and Public Affairs, Wichita State University, was cancelled due to a lack 
of enrollment.  The seminar was scheduled to kick off on Saturday, April 21, however, 
the seminar did not meet the minimum enrollment of 20 participants necessary to 
conduct the 2007 program.  
 
Kansas Department of Commerce Rural Economic Development Conference 
On April 11-12 the Executive Officer attended the Kansas Department of Commerce’s 
19th Annual Community Economic Development Conference “A Time of Change, A 
Time for Change: Regionalism in Rural Kansas” in Lindsborg.  The focus of the 
conference was the idea that working together on a regional basis provided for enhanced 
opportunities and how “going it alone” may mean “going without.”  Presentations by 
John Molinaro, Aspen Institute Community Strategies Group, Washington, D.C. and 
Jerome Dobson, Professor of Geography, University of Kansas, highlighted the 
conference.
