¥ Advance legislative action to establish the next phase of a comprehensive transportation plan for
Kansas.
¥The Legislature passed and the Governor approved a new 10-year $2.7 billion transportation
program. The details of the program are included in a separate document.
Advance legislative and administrative action to secure state Pnancial participation in:
¥ Business-driven technical education and training that supports the regional economy.

¥The FY 2011 appropriations bill includes $5 million in funding for the purchase of training
equipment at NCAT.

¥ The Equus Beds Aquifer Storage and Recovery (ASR) Project to preserve the aquifer for agricultu
industrial, and municipal use that is essential to the regional economy.
¥The appropriations bill included $563,531 in funding for FY 2011 for the ASR project.

¥$5 million was included in the FY 2011 appropriations bill.
¥Orthopedic research at a Center of Excellence on Composites Research and Development at Wich
State University.

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¥Graduate medical education program at the Wichita Center for Graduate Medical Education.
¥The legislature did not include any funding for this in the FY 2011 budget.

¥Support amicable resolution to the territorial disputes between rural water districts and municipalities.
